AGREEMENT as follows, made on [date] by and between [Orchestra], herein called “Orchestra,” whose address is [Orchestra address] and [Chorus], herein called “Chorus” for [program name].

Rehearsal and Performance Dates

Fee
The Orchestra agrees to pay the sum of $[number] to the Chorus on the day of the first performance.

Chorus Obligations
1. The Chorus will provide [number] singers, prepared by [Chorus director]. 

2. The Chorus will provide at its sole expense its own transportation, as well as any expense payments to performers and artistic staff [and score rental/purchase costs (if orchestra does not provide the scores; see below)].
3. The Chorus will provide personnel lists, photos of the ensemble and conductor, sponsorship acknowledgement information, and other written program and press materials.

Orchestra Obligations
1. The Orchestra agrees to furnish at its own expense a suitable hall or auditorium, physical arrangements, and any special equipment the program and artists requires, including:

a) Warm-up room with adequate space for the full chorus with a secure space to store members’ belongings;

b) Seating for all chorus members such as benches or chairs;

c) Separate dressing rooms for men and women of the chorus and one dressing room for the conductor; access to restrooms, preferably for exclusive use by the chorus.

2. [The Orchestra will provide the purchase or rental of chorus scores for each singer.]

3. The Orchestra will provide [number] complimentary or discounted tickets to each performance;

4. The printed concert program shall include a current biography of the Chorus and its conductor; names of the artistic personnel; names and titles of administrative personnel.

Force Majeure and Cancellation
The Orchestra agrees that should the performance of any of the covenants of the Agreement on the part of the Chorus or the Orchestra be prevented by an Act of God, fire casualty, physical disability, the acts or regulations of public authorities or labor unions, labor difficulties, lockout, strike, civil tumult, war, riot, blackout, air raid alarm, air raid, act of public enemy, epidemic, interruption or delay of transportation service, or any other cause, of a similar or different nature, beyond their control, the Chorus and Orchestra shall respectively be relieved of their obligations hereunder with respect to the performance so prevented.

The Chorus and Orchestra agree that they will respectively abide by the applicable collective bargaining agreements with any unions having jurisdiction of services.
